Choose one of the following activities to complete at the end of reading My Left Foot.

1.  Paint a picture that somehow represents what the story or a section of the story means to you.  Be creative and inventive.  Write a page explaining the significance of the work.

2.  Create an object out of clay, yarn, popsicle sticks, or anything you can find that has some sort of a representation of the story for you.  Write a page describing the significance of the work.

3.  Rewrite a section of the story from another character’s point-of-view.  We see everything through Christy’s eyes, how do  you think the other character’s felt? (At least 2 pages)

4.  Write a poem about your reaction to the book.  (Talk to me about how many poems)
