Write a one-page (or more) outline built on the four main points below:

I. Introduction.

II. Introduction of the topic of your future research (its general context, the history behind it, what you know about it, what you understand, etc.).

III. Description of your personal experience related to this topic and how you became interested in this topic.

IV. Explanation of why this topic is important to you, what specific audience might also be interested in your research, and why.

V. Discussion and “defense” of the main research question you want to use, as well as the sub-questions (or your thesis statement), the perspectives (or angles) you hope to use to study your topic, and your plans for doing research about this topic during the whole semester.
